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A FEW THOUGHTS ON TEACHING CHILDREN 

By C. H. Spurgeon 
Our Lord Jesus Christ evidently felt deep sympathy with children, and he is but little like Christ who looks 

upon them as a trouble in the world, and treats them as if they must needs be either little deceivers or 

foolish simpletons. To you who teach in our schools is given this joyous privilege of finding out where 

these young disciples who are truly the lambs of Christ's flock, and to you He saith, "Feed my lambs"; 

that is, instruct such as are truly gracious, but young in years. 

Children mainly need to be taught the doctrine, precept, and life of the gospel: they require to have 

Divine truth put before them clearly and forcibly. It is Christian ours to make doctrine simple; this is to 

be a main part of our work. Teach the little ones the whole truth and nothing but the truth; for instruction 

is the great want of the child's nature. The only way to keep chaff out of the child's little measure is to fill 

it brimful with good wheat. 

Train up a child, and he may have fifty years of holy service before him. We are glad to welcome those 

who come into the vineyard at the eleventh hour, but they have hardly taken their pruning-hook and their 

spade before the sun goes down, and their short day's work is ended. O dear teachers -- and I speak here 

to myself also -- let our teaching be more and more Scriptural! Fret not if our classes forget what we say, 

but pray them to remember what the Lord says. Be sure, whatever you leave out, that you teach the 

children the three R's - Ruin , Redemption and Regeneration. Tell the children they are ruined by the Fall, 

and that there is salvation for them only by being redeemed by the blood of Jesus Christ, and regenerated 

by the Holy Spirit. God forgive those who despise the little ones! Will you be very angry if I say that a boy 

is more worth saving than a man? It is infinite mercy on God's part to save those who are seventy; for 

what good can they now do with the end of their lives? When we get to be fifty or sixty, we are almost 

worn out; and if we have spent all our early days with the devil, what remains for God? 

But these dear boys and girls - there is something to be made out of them. They are the world's future. 

The past has been and we cannot alter it; even the present is gone while we gaze on it; butour hope lies in 

the future: therefore, leave room for the children, room for the boys and girls! 

When the Lord calls a man to work, He gives him the preparation necessary for it. Get near to Jesus. An 

hour's communion with Jesus is the best preparation for teaching either the young or the old. So in the 

case of many a faithful teacher of young children; you hear but little about him, yet he is doing grand 

work for which future ages will call him blessed. His Master knows all about him, and we shall hear of 

him in that day; perhaps not till then. Good teachers of the young look after them all the days of the week 

as they have opportunity, and they are careful about their souls with prayer and holy example when they 

are not teaching them by word of mouth. The shepherdry of lambs is daily, hourly work. Go and catch the 

children. There is no law against it; all is fair in war against the devil. So my first instruction is, get the 

children, and get them any how that you can. 

He who teaches a class in a Sabbath-school has earned a good degree. I had rather receive the title of 

S.S.T. than M.A., B.A., or any other honour that ever was conferred by men. Let me beg you, then, to take 

heart, because your duties are so honourable . Let the royal example of David, let the Godlike example of 

Jesus Christ inspire you with fresh diligence and increasing ardour, with confident and enduring 

perseverance, still to go on in your blessed work, saying as David did, "Come, ye children, hearken unto 

me: I will teach you the fear of the Lord."

1. Cleanliness is next to godliness.

clothes (hopefully you get the picture).  You are representing Jesus.  Look and smell good for Him.  The 

children and other leaders will appreciate this. 

2. Prayer changes things.   

The staff members at Community Celebration Church ask each other if we are praying for Sunday morning 
every week, and we do this to be an example for you and to keep us accountable to a very important part 
of the day. Keep yourself accountable with the other teachers in you class in this area.  It tends to be an 
easily neglected area.   
Areas to pray for: God's anointing hand on our time together, for the other workers, on your portion of 
the program and on the adults teaching at our church.  Pray for the kids!  Our desire is that God would do 
something new in each child each week. Pray for each child on a daily basis or specific children each day.  
You may be the only one who takes the time to pray for that child; please remember that. 

 

3. Preparation pays big time.   

Our time spent with the kids is easy to handle, and can therefore be placed on the back burner, forgot 

about for more pressing needs.  However, even the person with the smallest part must prepare.  It takes 

fifteen minutes to look over your part of the day.  Try hard to do this and remember Colossians 3:23-24. 

"Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men, since you know 

that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving."  

4. Discipleship is important.   

It is what I live for.  It is the great commission given by Jesus in Matthew 28:19-нл άTherefore go and 

make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 

Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to 

the very end of the age." 

a. For You ς You cannot minister and help others grow spiritually unless you yourself are constantly    

growing spiritually.  Part of that spiritual growth requires Involvement In discipleship on a regular basis 

(We must become like a mature person, growing until we become like Christ and have his perfection. 

Ephesians 4:13 (NCV)).  You need to be regularly involved in a service when you are not involved in a 
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class (You should not stay away from the church meetings, as some are doing, but you should meet 

together and encourage each other. Hebrews 10:24-25 (NCV)).  Also, consider the multiple classes that 

our church offers where you can continue to grow in your knowledge of Jesus Christ and His mission to 

teach the Biblical truth (Dear brothers and sisters, not many of you should become teachers in the 

church, for we who teach will be judge by God with greater strictness. James 3:1 (NLT)). 

      b. For the Kids ς  
         1. Acknowledge each child by name. 

       Learn names. There is nothing dearer to a person than his name. 
       Prove you care for each child by knowing his name. 

         2. Come to know something new about each child. 
       You cannot know a ministry without knowing who you are ministering to. 
       Jesus knew all that was in man and reacted accordingly. 
       Learn their needs that should to be met. (Know their names) 

         3. Let that child come to know something about you. (Be wise!) 
       Minister by sharing your life message, who you are, and who strive to be. 
       Let the children see you as normal people, not different and distant. 
       Be a model- (Let them know your name) 

         4. Show love or affections overtly. (Be wise!) 
       List each child by name. 
       Indicate specific activities or situations. 
       Determine how you may use this knowledge to minister by loving. 
       Put into practice an activity that will show love to each child. 

Discipline to show your love, not your anger. 
 

5. Always treat children with respect.   

Jesus said, "...I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did 

for me."--  Matthew 25:40   Your speech should always lift children to Jesus.  Be an encourager.  Learn and 

use names with respect. 

6. Crowd Control in Large Group 

a. Please sit with the kids, and be ready to move if needed.

need your undivided attention.  

c. You are here to help every child have a fun, exciting, and life changing experience.  One disruptive child 

can wreck that for everyone in the room. 

d. Even the best child can have a lapse in good character.  They should still be treated with respect. 

e. When a child misbehaves please refer to the Discipline portion in the manual.  

7. Children want to serve.   

Whenever possible, involve children in your portion of the service.  Have them hold objects, dramatize 

stories, or something that will get them involved.  This, after all, is "children's" church.   (Pay attention to 

children that are used in ministry by the other workers.  We want to involve as many different boys and 

girls as possible in each service each week. 
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8. Sit with the children.   

Workers are to be part of the service.  Never stand in the back of the room or congregate in small groups 

away from the kids.

9. Your life is an example.   

Workers must be involved in the entire service.  Your worship, participation, and following of the rules; 

please set an example to the children.  Sometimes we expect people to hear what is said and not what is

10. Compliment children for positive behavior!

Children are 

motivated by adults/teens who notice their good deeds and recognize them.  If they know what they are

11. Remember the Virtue.   

Each month has a specific virtue.  Keep the theme in mind and weave it into any lesson you might be 
called upon to present. Think about these points each week: 
     Communicate God's message for each child. 
     The Bible contains God's Word for everyone. 
     What is God saying through the lesson this week? 
     The leader (you) is the vehicle through which God often speaks to men. 
     How does God desire to speak through you? 

12. The Rule of Three will be enforced.   

No worker will have one-on-one contact with a child apart from the group.  You do not need to take a 

child alone into the hallway or rest rooms.  You do not need to spend time privately with any child either 

on or off the church grounds.  Always go in three's or more.  Spending time with several children is 

permitted and encouraged.  The Rule of Three states, "there will never be less than three people in any 

given situation.  This can be two workers and one child, or one worker and two children."  We not only 

want to protect the child, but you.

This verse reminds us that a happy and warm heart is like good medicine to the person on the receiving end of our 
smile.  As parents and children arrive to Kingdom Kids or the Nursery, we want their first interaction to be a 
positive one.  This interaction can determine how open they are to the gospel of Jesus Christ.  Think of the last 
time you got your oil changed or hair cut.  If that person was happy, willing to help, had a smile, and open to you, 
you would go back time after time.  However, if they were curt, quick to get away, or cold, you may never go back.  
We want everyone who comes to be willing to share their great experience with everyone they come in contact 
with.  Our goal is to get people to Accept Jesus. 
 
 

 
When parents and children come into your area of ministry, be mindful of your countenance.  A happy face and 
welcoming personality can calm an anxious child or parent.  Even a tough looking, loud, bald-headed, pierced,

   4. Check to see if they or other adult will sign-out the child
